Mulhouse 
is the city of Fabrics, but it is 
also the city of bredala cookies 
and mulled wine! Since last 
year, the Christmas market 

has been designed around the 
Advent calendar celebrations. 
Special events give pride of 
place to the Nativity saints and 
a rich programme features the 
typical Christmas traditions 
in Alsace! Textile creation 
will be in the spotlight in the 
Christmas and Creation Chalet 
every day (except Wednesday) 
from the day the market opens. 
This year, the designers have 
revisited the Christmas fabric 
to make accessories (diaries, 
pencil cases, etc.), Christmas 
decorations (for the Christmas 
tree and the dining table) 
and home decorations (flat 
pie holders, cushions, picture 
frames, etc.). Over 30 designers 
and dressmakers will take 
turns to present their 2019 
collections. The Mulhouse 
Christmas market takes 
place in a unique, warm and 
festive atmosphere, combining 
arts and crafts, tasty treats 
and traditional Christmas 
decorations from Alsace.

Each year, new illuminations help to 
create the magical atmosphere at the 
Christmas market. This year, three 
wooden Christmas wreaths will be made 
by the Mulhouse and Thann wood trades 
corporation, and the Porte du Miroir 
sociocultural centre will be providing 
textile hearts. These decorations will 
decorate the big Christmas tree in 
Place des Victoires.

Tour de l’Europe from 1st 
to 23 December.
The residents of the Tour de l‘Europe 
have got into the Christmas spirit and 
transformed the tower into an Advent 
calendar. Figures are visible on the 
southern façade. 

Fabric 2019 
The events taking place each year are all 
part of the magic of Christmas, taking 
inspiration from the patterns on the year’s 
fabric, as well as the symbols of Christmas 
in Alsace.
With patterns and colours specially 
created each year by the designer Marie-
Jo Gebel, the 2019 Christmas fabric 
rings out like a symphony. The fabric is 
called the “Christmas Sonata”. It takes 
inspiration from two elements. First, 
a paper model made by Thierry-Mieg 
in the 1860s, featuring an angel playing 
a flute. Angels first appeared in fabrics and 
decoration in the 18th century. The first 
textile prints were all the rage from the 
1850s to the 1880s. The second element 
is an Alsatian illustration of hearts, dating 
from the same period. It is not known 
who produced it. Together they form a 
harmonious fabric with angels and hearts 
forming a melody to celebrate Christmas 

magic. Each year, the fabric 
patterns and symbols of 
Christmas in Alsace inspire 
special activities and displays 
in the region and are all part 
of the magic of Christmas.
